The history of the archival
science in Volyn started in 1794
when the Governor-general
Tymofiy Tutolmin created the
first archival establishment in
our land —the scientific archi-
val commission to sort out files
and books in Volyn.courts and
magistrates. Although its activ-
ity ‘was mostly practical, thanks
to it, significant files dated back
to the 16th —17th centuries were
revealed, col-
lected and system-
atized. Some  of
them are the con-
stituent part of the
National Archival
Fund of Ukraine.
In the 1840s Kyiv.
archeographical
commission was
looking for an-
cient documents
in archives of state
establishments,
landowners es-
tates, etc. The col-
lected materials
formed the basis of Kyiv cen-
tral archives of ancient docu-
ments which was organized in
1852.

In May 1893 in Zhytomyr
the Volyn eparchial storage was
opened and it became the larg-
est in Volyn regarding collected
ancient monuments, specifi-
cally manuscripts and archival
documents. Orest Fotynskyi,
one of the most active figures
in the regional ethnographic
movement was the head of the
storage. Thanks to his efforts
special collections were con-

On the whole the archival
affairs were not attached great
importance to at the state level
in Volyn province . There was
no centralized system that
would control the collecting and
keeping of documents. The de-
partmental archives of admin-
istrative establishments, enter-
prises and social organizations
were mainly kept in poor con-
ditions — in attics and base-
ments; very often they were
plundered or simply annihilated
as «unnecessary» or were lost
during transportation from
place to place. Great losses of
Volyn archives occurred during
the First World and Civil wars.
The significant number of valu-
able documents were lost in
evacuation and as a result of
military operations. During
1918-1920 alone the power in
Zhytomyr was changing more
than 15 times . Nobody guarded
the buildings where the archives
were stored, old documents
were being stolen or used as of-
fice material.

But even in those hard days
certain measures to preserve ar-
chives were taken. On the 13th
of May 1919 the Volyn prov-
ince committee on protection
of art monuments and relics to
the past was created, where the
archival section headed by
O.Fotynskyi was working. The
section collected and guarded
archival documents, carried out
their examination, etc. At the
time Volyn province revolution-
ary committee declared that ar-

ment was situated
Peremoga Street, (the name of
nowadays), in the former build-
ing of Volyn consistory where
it functioned for 7 decades. The

above-mentioned Orest
Fotynskyi headed the Province
Archival Department. At the
beginning of the 1920s the con-
centration of scattered materi-
als, their registration and sys-
tematization were the main task
for Zhytomyr archivists. As of
August 1, 1925 more than 600
thousand files were preserved
in the storages.

On the 31st of August, 1925
Volyn Province Archival De-
partment was reorganized into
the District Archival Depart-
ment. At the end of the 1920s
the scientific and research work
appreciably increased. The ar-
chival scientist Volodymyr
Gnatiuk was its main organizer
and inspirer. On his initiative
the voluntary archival corre-
spondent network marked its
beginning in 1928 and the his-
torical and archaeographical of-
fice was created in 1930.

The 1930s were very diffi-
cult for Zhytomyr archives.
During that period the establish-
ment work was directed to serv-
ing the state propaganda ma-
chine. The scientific work on
the whole was based on study-
ing the history of the bolshevik
party and October revolution.

But the Second World War
was the hardest test for the ar-
chives. During two and a half
years of Nazi occupation
Zhytomyr Oblast Archives lost
358 thousand files, including
200 special collections com-
pletely. In the first post - war
years the archives sorting, regu-
lation and systematization work
was carried out. The main event
for Zhytomyr archivists was the
erection of a new building in
1992.

In its repositories and re-
positories of the former Com-
munist Party Archives 1426792
files united in 9201 special col-
lections are preserved.

The limiting dates of docu-
ments are 1795-2007. In some
special collections there are
records dated from the end of

In total more than 600 units
of this period are found.

The history of the clerical
confessions in Volyn is reflected
in the special collections of
Volyn. Orthodox, = Lutsk-
Zhytomyr Catholic and
Bilorus-Lithuanian Union
(Uniya) consistories, chancer-
ies of the eparchial bishop and
Catholic cathedral chapter,
separate churches, cathedrals,
monasteries, Jewish religious
societies. The special collection
of the General Inspector of
monasteries and Catholic
churches of Lutsk-Zhytomyr
eparchia contains visit descrip-
tions of Catholic religious in-
stitutions from the end of the
18th to the beginning of the 19th
century. More than 400 units of
the personal documentation of
the Right-bank Ukraine’s Uniat
clergy (1748-1795) has been re-
vealed.

The period of the Ukrainian
national liberation struggle of
1917-1920 is reflected in the
special collection of Volyn prov-
ince commissar, the town ex-
ecutive committee of the coun-
cil of social organizations, Volyn
province land committee, dis-
trict commission for elections to
the constituent assembly, of the
province head, state security
guards, Zhytomyr district tem-
porary land liquidation com-
mission.

The documents of the So-
viet period are represented by
the special collections of local
government bodies, prosecut-

The materials concerning

The materials of the
census conducted by the Nazi
occupation bodies in Septem-

. As to the special collection
of the personal origin, the most
interesting are documents about
famous public figures and
Maecenas-baron de-
Chaudoir’s family, Governor
O.P. Kutaysov, historian, re-
gional ethnographer, archivist
P.N. Abramovych, Ukrainian
well-known botanist and trav-
eler, President of VUAN V.I.
Lypskyi.

The archives also have
photo documents over the pe-
riod 0f 1906-2007 (18672 units).
The utmost interest is shown for
the sections of «Building, archi-
tecture» and «Towns and popu-
lated areas» containing repro-
ductions and original photos of
the towns such as Zhytomyr,
Berdychiv, Novograd-
Volynskyi, separate buildings
and architectural relics, series of
drawings by the painter Sestro
de-Lautariken in which
Zhytomyr of the 1980s is por-
trayed. As to the photo docu-
ments of the Soviet period the
unique photos of Zhytomyr and
other oblast towns of the 1920-
1930s and those of the post-war
rebuilding of the1950-1960s are
preserved in the archives.

Records related to cosmos
subjects are the main audio
documents of 1960-2001 (177
units). Among them are recol-
lections about famous scientist
and designer S.P. Korolyov by
his mother M.M.Balanina-
Korolyova and - the space pilot
0.Leonov when the monument

«Liberation of Malyn», the films
“Prometheus’ daughter”, on the
celebration of 100th anniversary
of L.Ukrainka’s birthday
(1971), «Unveiling the monu-
ment to S.P. Korolyov in
Zhytomyr» (1972), «Zone of
our pain» - a film about the dis-
tricts in Zhytomyr oblast which
suffered from the accident at
Chernobyl atomic power sta-
tion.

In the scientific and refer-
ence library of the Archives that
comprises 7279 books, political,
historical, legislative, ethno-
graphical literature, encyclope-
dias, dictionaries, reference
books of administrative and ter-
ritorial division, guidebooks are
stored. Besides, there are 2827
annual newspaper and 7547
journal files.

municipal, district, settlement
and village Soviets of People’s
Deputies, collective and state
farms, agricultural cooperatives,
Zhytomyr oblast commission
for the calculation of the losses
caused by fascist occupants dur-
ing the period of the Great Pa-
triotic War of 1941-1945, repa-
triation department of the oblast
executive committee, Depart-
ment of Security Service of
Ukraine in Zhytomyr oblast (ar-
chival units of issue of the citi-
zens subjected to the repres-
sions, filtration records for the
citizens forcedly taken to Ger-

Taking into consideration
the increasing interest of histo-

tended. Annually several thou-
sands of researchers not only
from Ukraine but also from
other countries work there us-
ing the system of scientific ref-
erence (indexes, lists, cata-
logues, card indexes, computer

Another important di-
rection of the record usage
is the preparation of exhi-
bitions dedicated to re-
markable dates, radio and
TV programs, publications
in the periodical media,
excursions, school lessons.

The Archives workers
participate in scientific and
local lore conferences,
perform publishing activi-
ties. In 2007 the reference
book «Administrative and
territorial division of Zhytomyr
region in 1795-2006» based on
the documents of the Archives
was published.

Today the Archives staff do
all their best to convince every
person that the archives are not
just old documents on the
shelves covered with dust but a
creative, scientific establish-
ment, the main function of
which is formation, preservation
and studies of the documentary
legacy of Ukraine.
